How thrilling it has been to see another two pastors getting married and so 
many people looking on with anticipation to the day when they will commit 
themselves in Christian marriage. The talk among the leaders of our other 
churches is that they want to organise mass weddings in their churches so 
that they can live with the Blessing of God upon their marriage instead of 
acknowledging cultures.  
 
Our 10 day visit by the Actionoverseas board was a non stop-event. They 
rested on the day they arrived, but were ready to rise and drive at 6-30 on the 
first day of their visit. 
 
Visiting Catandica, Marera, Chissassa, they brought words of 
encouragement to the people. They visited the National Centre, meeting with 
the Pastors and  wives, spoke at a youth seminar and then at the National 
Centre on Sunday, where Ps. Ade preached on the challenge of serving false 
gods as Elijah did on Mt. Carmel.  
 
At the end many people came forward for prayer and deliverance, especially 
the youth as they committed their lives to serve the true and living God.  
 
We were up again at 4:15 am Monday to travel north crossing the Zambezi 
river with temperatures of 38- 40C, to meet the Pastors and leaders of the 
bush churches, it was amazing to see them turning out in great numbers as 
they welcomed Ps. Ade and Ps. Jimi into their hearts.  
 
I am sure the Actionoverseas men will make a report of all they have seen 
and heard in a future newsletter.
