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During our Leadership Training Seminar in February it became very evident that pastor’s 
wives were very keen to learn more about the ministry and how to be able to work along 
side their husbands in the church.  
 
There is a high level of commitment among the pastor’s wives and their eagerness to help 
make their churches strong was evident. Many issues arose from our discussions as Liz and I 
brought teaching and our own experience from our years of ministry into their lives.  
 

 
It was interesting to see that the same spiritual problems that face pastor’s wives in the UK 
are not so different in Moçambique. It was a great time of togetherness for the pastors and 
wives of the Manica region and we are sure that there will be many more of these special 
days arranged in the future. 

 
Regional Council at Chire 

Our second 3 day regional council with the Tete and Zambezia leaders was a great success. 
The financial administration which we initiated last February is starting to show change and 
progress as regional financial accounts are beginning to emerge. Administration for some is 
difficult to comprehend, as life for many of them is a day to day existence only. 
 
Co-Pastors in Training and the 20 year Gap 
One of the issues that had to be faced was the need to introduce Co- Pastors into the local 
churches to deal with the 20 year age-gap that exists amongst the pastors. By the end of the 
year our national pastorate will have increased to18, but a 20 year age gap is facing the 
national church in the ministry as the average age of the pastorate is 45 plus.  
 
It was thrilling to see the men taking hold of the issue and recognizing the need to initiate a 
“Co-Pastor Training Scheme”. Younger men as co-pastors in training will bring great 
future blessing to the Moçambiquean church and help with the transitory culture move that 
has to be made. 
 
They Said “I DO” 
Again great blessings are abounding as more and more pastors are getting married legally 
and having a service in the local church giving testimony of their marriages in their 
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communities. In the month of May Pastors Tito, Binda and Tiago were married and were 
very excited as they shared with us in the regional meeting about their special day.  
 
Next month another 5 pastors will be getting married. Pastors  Antonio, Paulo, Festome, 
Viano and Alberto. Please pray for these men and their wives. At the regional council the 
men took the decision that as from the year 2009 all men entering the ministry have to be 
married before their ordination.  
 
Computer Courses Completed. 
Big thanks to the Lord as Pastor José Cateano and Pastor José Emanuel have now completed 
their training and examinations in computers studies. They have succeeded in completing the 
higher standard which will help in the administration of our national office.
